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Wednesday morning’s general session
opened by recognizing the new AHRA
Fellows and acknowledging the GE
Healthcare Award for Excellence, Radiology
Management editorial award recipients,
before handing the microphone over to
Derek Petit, RSI Medical Group, who intro-

duced the
keynote speaker,
C.W. Metcalf.

Metcalf told
attendees that
he doesn’t con-
sider himself a
motivational
speaker, rather
he uses skills

learned from life experiences
and said “what I’m going to
talk to you about, you already
know.” Metcalf was told he
had less than a 2% chance of
recovery from brain surgeries,
but believes that because of 5
skills he shared with atten-
dees, he continues to thrive.

These 5 “life skills” are:

1. Humor: overcoming the fear of foolishness, being “silly” and a disciplined sense
of joy in being alive. “Smiling and laughter are part of the growth of the brain and
critical to your human development,” said Metcalf.

2. Altruism: a gratifying sense of service to others.

3. Community: to be at one with two or more people, a sense of belonging.

4. Imagination: imagination takes place in the mind versus creativity, which is a
physical act.

5. Divine luck: power greater than one’s self.

These are “5 pretty simple things, but not easy to accomplish,” said Metcalf.

Metcalf reminded attendees there is a differ-
ence between positive thinking and positive
action.  

Metcalf ended by challenging those in atten-
dance and encouraging everyone to find
something at the end of each day that sig-
nals the end of the work day and the begin-
ning of the rest of their life. He suggested
carrying a small pad and paper and when
something lifts you up, write it down and
reference back to it, whether it be in a few
days, or a few years.

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AHRA President Robbie Edge kicked off
Tuesday morning’s keynote by introduc-
ing Sheila Sferrella, AHRA Education
Foundation Chair. Sheila acknowledged
the 3 Osborn scholarship recipients, and
thanked the sponsors of the AHRA
Education Foundation before handing

the microphone back to Robbie
who acknowledged the spon-
sors of AHRA’s 2005 Annual
Meeting & Exposition.

Tom Andersson, FUJIFILM
Medical Systems, USA intro-
duced Ross Schafer, Tuesday’s
keynote speaker. Ross is a 6-
time Emmy award winning
comedian and writer who
shared with attendees that
“nobody moved your cheese”
because he feels your cheese
cannot be moved. He stated,
“There are no experts who can
tell you what to do–you are
your own expert.”

Ross referenced several motivational books, such as “The One Minute Manager”
(and stated, “the one minute manager got laid off”), “The Five Dysfunction of a
Team” (and stated, “you think there are only 5?”), before ending with “If you
‘Don’t Sweat the Small Stuff’ at work, you’ll be buying ‘Chicken Soup for the
Unemployed Soul.’”

Ross encouraged attendees to go back to the fundamentals every single time. He
stated that even with all the technology, the gizmos, and the knowledge, the real
key “to be successful, you need a customer/patient.”  He advised, “Don’t com-
pete on price; compete on advice”

Ross shared his thoughts on the 5 new
things customers want:

1. Keep your marketing promises.

2. Have the right people in the right jobs.

3. Read the customer’s mind.

4. Love your customers.

5. Care about your community.

Ross closed by saying that the key to stay-
ing motivated each day is to try new
things, accept that you don’t have to suc-
ceed 100% of the time, and know the dif-
ference between making a living vs. mak-
ing a life.

Mike Rayburn, described as “The
World’s Funniest Guitar Virtuoso,”
lived up to his billing.
